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Joseph Accepts Jesus as His Son

18 This is how the birth of Jesus 
the Messiah came about a: His moth­
er Mary was pledged to be married 
to Joseph, but before they came to­
gether, she was found to be pregnant 
through the Holy Spirit. o 19 Because 
Joseph her husband was faithful to 
the law, and yet b did not want to ex­
pose her to public disgrace, he had in 
mind to divorce p her quietly.

20 But after he had considered this, 
an angel of the Lord appeared to him 
in a dream and said, “Joseph son of 
David, do not be afraid to take Mary 
home as your wife, because what is 
conceived in her is from the Holy 
Spirit. 21 She will give birth to a son, 
and you are to give him the name 
Jesus, c q because he will save his peo­
ple from their sins.” r

22 All this took place to fulfill what 
the Lord had said through the proph­
et: 23 “The virgin will conceive and 
give birth to a son, and they will call 
him Immanuel” d s (which means “God 
with us”).

24 When Joseph woke up, he did 
what the angel of the Lord had com­
manded him and took Mary home as 
his wife. 25 But he did not consum­
mate their marriage until she gave 
birth to a son. And he gave him the 
name Jesus. t

The Magi Visit the Messiah

2 After Jesus was born in Bethlehem 
in Judea, u during the time of King 

Herod, v Magi e from the east came to 
Jerusalem 2 and asked, “Where is the 
one who has been born king of the 
Jews? w We saw his star x when it rose 
and have come to worship him.”

3 When King Herod heard this he 
was disturbed, and all Jerusalem with 
him. 4 When he had called togeth­
er all the people’s chief priests and 
teachers of the law, he asked them 
where the Messiah was to be born. 
5 “In Bethlehem y in Judea,” they re­
plied, “for this is what the prophet 
has written:

	 6	“ ‘But you, Bethlehem, in 
the land of Judah,

		  are by no means least among 
the rulers of Judah;

		 for out of you will come a ruler
		  who will shepherd my 

people Israel.’ f ” z

7 Then Herod called the Magi se­
cretly and found out from them the 
exact time the star had appeared. 
8 He sent them to Bethlehem and 
said, “Go and search carefully for the 
child. As soon as you find him, report 
to me, so that I too may go and wor­
ship him.”

9 After they had heard the king, 
they went on their way, and the 
star they had seen when it rose 
went ahead of them until it stopped 
over the place where the child was. 
10 When they saw the star, they were 
overjoyed. 11 On coming to the house, 
they saw the child with his moth­
er Mary, and they bowed down and 
worshiped him. a Then they opened 
their treasures and presented him 
with gifts b of gold, frankincense and 
myrrh. 12 And having been warned c in 
a dream d not to go back to Herod, they 
returned to their country by another 
route.

The Escape to Egypt
13 When they had gone, an angel e 

of the Lord appeared to Joseph in a 
dream. f “Get up,” he said, “take the 
child and his mother and escape to

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Egypt. Stay there until I tell you, for 
Herod is going to search for the child 
to kill him.”

14 So he got up, took the child and 
his mother during the night and left 
for Egypt, 15 where he stayed until the 
death of Herod. And so was fulfilled 
what the Lord had said through the 
prophet: “Out of Egypt I called my 
son.” a g

16 When Herod realized that he had 
been outwitted by the Magi, he was 
furious, and he gave orders to kill all 
the boys in Bethlehem and its vicini­
ty who were two years old and under, 
in accordance with the time he had 
learned from the Magi. 17 Then what 
was said through the prophet Jeremi­
ah was fulfilled:

	18	“A voice is heard in Ramah,
		  weeping and great  

mourning,
		 Rachel weeping for her children
		  and refusing to be  

comforted,
		  because they are no more.” b h

The Return to Nazareth
19 After Herod died, an angel of 

the Lord appeared in a dream i to Jo­
seph in Egypt 20 and said, “Get up, 
take the child and his mother and go 
to the land of Israel, for those who 
were trying to take the child’s life are 
dead.”

21 So he got up, took the child and 
his mother and went to the land of Is­
rael. 22 But when he heard that Arche­
laus was reigning in Judea in place 
of his father Herod, he was afraid to 
go there. Having been warned in a 
dream, j he withdrew to the district 
of Galilee, k 23 and he went and lived 
in a town called Nazareth. l So was 
fulfilled m what was said through the 
prophets, that he would be called a 
Nazarene. n

John the Baptist Prepares the 
Way
3:1-12pp —​ Mk 1:3-8; Lk 3:2-17

3 In those days John the Baptist o 
came, preaching in the wilder­

ness of Judea 2 and saying, “Repent, 
for the kingdom of heaven p has come 
near.” 3 This is he who was spoken of 
through the prophet Isaiah:

		 “A voice of one calling in 
the wilderness,

		 ‘Prepare the way for the Lord,
		  make straight paths for him.’ ” c q

4 John’s clothes were made of cam­
el’s hair, and he had a leather belt 
around his waist. r His food was lo­
custs s and wild honey. 5 People went 
out to him from Jerusalem and all 
Judea and the whole region of the 
Jordan. 6 Confessing their sins, they 
were baptized by him in the Jordan 
River.

7 But when he saw many of the Phar­
isees and Sadducees coming to where 
he was baptizing, he said to them: 
“You brood of vipers! t Who warned 
you to flee from the coming wrath? u 
8 Produce fruit in keeping with repen­
tance. v 9 And do not think you can say 
to yourselves, ‘We have Abraham as 
our father.’ I tell you that out of these 
stones God can raise up children for 
Abraham. 10 The ax is already at the 
root of the trees, and every tree that 
does not produce good fruit will be 
cut down and thrown into the fire. w

11 “I baptize you with d water for 
repentance. But after me comes one 
who is more powerful than I, whose 
sandals I am not worthy to carry. He 
will baptize you with d the Holy Spirit x 
and fire. y 12 His winnowing fork is in 
his hand, and he will clear his thresh­
ing floor, gathering his wheat into the 
a 15  Hosea 11:1     b 18  Jer.

The Baptism of Jesus
3:13-17pp —​ Mk 1:9-11; Lk 3:21,22; Jn 1:31-34

13 Then Jesus came from Galilee to 
the Jordan to be baptized by John. a 
14 But John tried to deter him, saying, 
“I need to be baptized by you, and do 
you come to me?”

15 Jesus replied, “Let it be so now; 
it is proper for us to do this to fulfill 
all righteousness.” Then John con­
sented.

16 As soon as Jesus was baptized, 
he went up out of the water. At that 
moment heaven was opened, and he 
saw the Spirit of God b descending like 
a dove and alighting on him. 17 And a 
voice from heaven c said, “This is my 
Son, d whom I love; with him I am well 
pleased.” e

Jesus Is Tested in the 
Wilderness
4:1-11pp —​ Mk 1:12,13; Lk 4:1-13

4 Then Jesus was led by the Spirit 
into the wilderness to be tempt­

ed a by the devil. 2 After fasting forty 
days and forty nights, f he was hungry. 
3 The tempter g came to him and said, 
“If you are the Son of God, h tell these 
stones to become bread.”

4 Jesus answered, “It is written: 
‘Man shall not live on bread alone, 
but on every word that comes from 
the mouth of God.’ b ” i

5 Then the devil took him to the 
holy city j and had him stand on the 
highest point of the temple. 6 “If you 
are the Son of God,” he said, “throw 
yourself down. For it is written:

		 “ ‘He will command his angels 
concerning you,

		  and they will lift you up 
in their hands,

		  so that you will not strike your 
foot against a stone.’ c ” k

7 Jesus answered him, “It is also 
written: ‘Do not put the Lord your 
God to the test.’ d ” l

8 Again, the devil took him to a very 
high mountain and showed him all 
the kingdoms of the world and their 
splendor. 9 “All this I will give you,” 
he said, “if you will bow down and 
worship me.”

10 Jesus said to him, “Away from me, 
Satan! m For it is written: ‘Worship the 
Lord your God, and serve him only.’ e ” n

11 Then the devil left him, and an­
gels came and attended him. o

Jesus Begins to Preach
12 When Jesus heard that John had 

been put in prison, p he withdrew to 
Galilee. q 13 Leaving Nazareth, he went 
and lived in Capernaum, r which was 
by the lake in the area of Zebulun and 
Naphtali — ​ 14 to fulfill what was said 
through the prophet Isaiah:

	15	“Land of Zebulun and 
land of Naphtali,

		  the Way of the Sea, beyond 
the Jordan,

		  Galilee of the Gentiles — ​
	16	the people living in darkness
		  have seen a great light;
		 on those living in the land of 

the shadow of death
		  a light has dawned.” f s

17 From that time on Jesus began to 
preach, “Repent, for the kingdom of 
heaven t has come near.”

Simon called Peter v and his brother 
Andrew. They were casting a net into 
the lake, for they were fishermen. 
19 “Come, follow me,” w Jesus said, 
“and I will send you out to fish for 
people.” 20 At once they left their nets 
and followed him.

21 Going on from there, he saw two 
other brothers, James son of Zebedee 
and his brother John. x They were in a 
boat with their father Zebedee, pre­
paring their nets. Jesus called them, 
22 and immediately they left the boat 
and their father and followed him.

Jesus Heals the Sick
23 Jesus went throughout Galilee, y 

teaching in their synagogues, z pro­
claiming the good news a of the king­
dom, b and healing every disease and 
sickness among the people. c 24 News 
about him spread all over Syria, d and 
people brought to him all who were 
ill with various diseases, those suf­
fering severe pain, the demon-pos­
sessed, e those having seizures, f and 
the paralyzed; g and he healed them. 
25 Large crowds from Galilee, the De­
capolis, a Jerusalem, Judea and the re­
gion across the Jordan followed him. h

13 “You are the salt of the earth. But 

if the salt loses its saltiness, how can 
it be made salty again? It is no lon
ger good for anything, except to be 
thrown out and trampled underfoot. t

14 “You are the light of the world. u 
A town built on a hill cannot be hid
den. 15 Neither do people light a lamp 
and put it under a bowl. Instead they 
put it on its stand, and it gives light 
to everyone in the house. v 16 In the 
same way, let your light shine be
fore others, that they may see your 
good deeds and glorify w your Father 
in heaven.

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The Fulfillment of the Law

17 “Do not think that I have come 
to abolish the Law or the Prophets; 
I have not come to abolish them but 
to fulfill them. x 18 For truly I tell you, 
until heaven and earth disappear, 
not the smallest letter, not the least 
stroke of a pen, will by any means 
disappear from the Law until every
thing is accomplished. y 19 Therefore 
anyone who sets aside one of the 
least of these commands z and teach
es others accordingly will be called 
least in the kingdom of heaven, 
but whoever practices and teaches 
these commands will be called great 
in the kingdom of heaven. 20 For I 
tell you that unless your righteous
ness surpasses that of the Pharisees 
and the teachers of the law, you will 
certainly not enter the kingdom of 
heaven.

Murder
5:25,26pp —​ Lk 12:58,59

21 “You have heard that it was said 
to the people long ago, ‘You shall 
not murder, a a and anyone who mur
ders will be subject to judgment.’ 
22 But I tell you that anyone who is 
angry with a brother or sister b , c will 
be subject to judgment. b Again, any
one who says to a brother or sister, 
‘Raca,’ d is answerable to the court. c 
And anyone who says, ‘You fool!’ will 
be in danger of the fire of hell. d

23 “Therefore, if you are offering 
your gift at the altar and there re
member that your brother or sister 
has something against you, 24 leave 
your gift there in front of the altar. 
First go and be reconciled to them; 
then come and offer your gift.

25 “Settle matters quickly with your 
adversary who is taking you to court. 
Do it while you are still together on 
the way, or your adversary may hand 
you over to the judge, and the judge 
may hand you over to the officer, 
and you may be thrown into prison. 
26 Truly I tell you, you will not get out 
until you have paid the last penny.

Adultery
27 “You have heard that it was said, 

‘You shall not commit adultery.’ e e 
28 But I tell you that anyone who looks 
at a woman lustfully has already com
mitted adultery with her in his heart. f 
29 If your right eye causes you to stum
ble, g gouge it out and throw it away. 
It is better for you to lose one part of 
your body than for your whole body 
to be thrown into hell. 30 And if your 
right hand causes you to stumble, cut 
it off and throw it away. It is better for 
you to lose one part of your body than 
for your whole body to go into hell.

Divorce
31 “It has been said, ‘Anyone who 

divorces his wife must give her a cer
tificate of divorce.’ f h 32 But I tell you 
that anyone who divorces his wife, 
except for sexual immorality, makes 
her the victim of adultery, and any
one who marries a divorced woman 
commits adultery. i

Oaths
33 “Again, you have heard that it 

was said to the people long ago, ‘Do 
not break your oath, j but fulfill to 
the Lord the vows you have made.’ k 
34 But I tell you, do not swear an 
oath at all: l either by heaven, for it is 
God’s throne; m 35 or by the earth, for 
it is his footstool; or by Jerusalem, 
for it is the city of the Great King. n 
36 And do not swear by your head, 
for you cannot make even one hair

Eye for Eye
38 “You have heard that it was said, 

‘Eye for eye, and tooth for tooth.’ b q 
39 But I tell you, do not resist an evil 
person. If anyone slaps you on the 
right cheek, turn to them the other 
cheek also. r 40 And if anyone wants to 
sue you and take your shirt, hand over 
your coat as well. 41 If anyone forces 
you to go one mile, go with them two 
miles. 42 Give to the one who asks 
you, and do not turn away from the 
one who wants to borrow from you. s

Love for Enemies
43 “You have heard that it was said, 

‘Love your neighbor c t and hate your 
enemy.’ u 44 But I tell you, love your 
enemies and pray for those who 
persecute you, v 45 that you may be 
children w of your Father in heaven. 
He causes his sun to rise on the evil 
and the good, and sends rain on the 
righteous and the unrighteous. x 46 If 
you love those who love you, what 
reward will you get? y Are not even 
the tax collectors doing that? 47 And 
if you greet only your own people, 
what are you doing more than oth
ers? Do not even pagans do that? 
48 Be perfect, therefore, as your heav
enly Father is perfect. z

6 “Be careful not to practice your 
righteousness in front of others

8 Heal 
the sick, raise the dead, cleanse 
those who have leprosy, a drive out 
demons.

11 After Jesus had finished in­
structing his twelve disciples, s 

he went on from there to teach and 
preach in the towns of Galilee. c

2 When John, who was in prison, t 
heard about the deeds of the Messi­
ah, he sent his disciples 3 to ask him, 
“Are you the one who is to come, u or 
should we expect someone else?”

4 Jesus replied, “Go back and re
port to John what you hear and 
see: 5 The blind receive sight, the 
lame walk, those who have lepro
sy d are cleansed, the deaf hear, the 
dead are raised, and the good news 
is proclaimed to the poor. v 6 Blessed 
is anyone who does not stumble on 
account of me.” w

7 As John’s x disciples were leaving, 
Jesus began to speak to the crowd 
about John: “What did you go out 
into the wilderness to see? A reed 
swayed by the wind? 8 If not, what 
did you go out to see? A man dressed 
in fine clothes? No, those who wear 
fine clothes are in kings’ palaces. 
9 Then what did you go out to see? 
A prophet? y Yes, I tell you, and more 
than a prophet. 10 This is the one 
about whom it is written:

27 “All things have been committed 
to me o by my Father. p No one knows 
the Son except the Father, and no one 
knows the Father except the Son and 
those to whom the Son chooses to re
veal him. q

28 “Come to me, r all you who are 
weary and burdened, and I will give 
you rest. 29 Take my yoke upon you 
and learn from me, s for I am gentle 
and humble in heart, and you will 
find rest for your souls. t 30 For my 
yoke is easy and my burden is light.” u

Jesus Is Lord of the Sabbath
12:1-8pp —​ Mk 2:23-28; Lk 6:1-5
12:9-14pp —​ Mk 3:1-6; Lk 6:6-11

12 At that time Jesus went through 
the grainfields on the Sabbath. 

His disciples were hungry and began 
to pick some heads of grain v and eat 
them. 2 When the Pharisees saw this, 
they said to him, “Look! Your disci­
ples are doing what is unlawful on 
the Sabbath.” w

a 12  Or been forcefully advancing     b 23  That is, the 
realm of the dead     
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3 He answered, “Haven’t you read 

what David did when he and his 
companions were hungry? x 4 He 
entered the house of God, and he 
and his companions ate the con
secrated bread — ​which was not 
lawful for them to do, but only for 
the priests. y 5 Or haven’t you read 
in the Law that the priests on Sab
bath duty in the temple desecrate 
the Sabbath z and yet are innocent? 
6 I tell you that something greater 
than the temple is here. a 7 If you had 
known what these words mean, ‘I 
desire mercy, not sacrifice,’ a b you 
would not have condemned the 
innocent. 8 For the Son of Man c is 
Lord of the Sabbath.”

9 Going on from that place, he went 
into their synagogue, 10 and a man 
with a shriveled hand was there. 
Looking for a reason to bring charges 
against Jesus, they asked him, “Is it 
lawful to heal on the Sabbath?” d

22 Then they brought him a de­
mon-possessed man who was blind 
and mute, and Jesus healed him, 
so that he could both talk and see. l 
23 All the people were astonished 
and said, “Could this be the Son of 
David?” m

24 But when the Pharisees heard 
this, they said, “It is only by Beelze­
bul, n the prince of demons, that this 
fellow drives out demons.” o

25 Jesus knew their thoughts p and 
said to them, “Every kingdom di
vided against itself will be ruined, 
and every city or household divided 
against itself will not stand. 26 If Sa
tan q drives out Satan, he is divided 
against himself. How then can his 
kingdom stand? 27 And if I drive out 
demons by Beelzebul, by whom do 
your people r drive them out? So then, 
they will be your judges. 28 But if it is 
by the Spirit of God that I drive out 
demons, then the kingdom of God 
has come upon you.

29 “Or again, how can anyone en
ter a strong man’s house and carry

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ties up the strong man? Then he can 
plunder his house.

30 “Whoever is not with me is 
against me, and whoever does not 
gather with me scatters. s 31 And so I 
tell you, every kind of sin and slan-
der can be forgiven, but blasphemy 
against the Spirit will not be forgiven. t 
32 Anyone who speaks a word against 
the Son of Man will be forgiven, but 
anyone who speaks against the Holy 
Spirit will not be forgiven, either in 
this age u or in the age to come. v

33 “Make a tree good and its fruit 
will be good, or make a tree bad and 
its fruit will be bad, for a tree is rec
ognized by its fruit. w 34 You brood 
of vipers, x how can you who are evil 
say anything good? For the mouth 
speaks y what the heart is full of. 35 A 
good man brings good things out of 
the good stored up in him, and an 
evil man brings evil things out of 
the evil stored up in him. 36 But I tell 
you that everyone will have to give 
account on the day of judgment for 
every empty word they have spoken. 
37 For by your words you will be ac
quitted, and by your words you will 
be condemned.”

The Sign of Jonah

38 Then some of the Pharisees and 
teachers of the law said to him, “Teach­
er, we want to see a sign from you.” z

39 He answered, “A wicked and 
adulterous generation asks for a 
sign! But none will be given it except 
the sign of the prophet Jonah. a 40 For 
as Jonah was three days and three 
nights in the belly of a huge fish, b so 
the Son of Man c will be three days and 
three nights in the heart of the earth. d 
41 The men of Nineveh e will stand up

46 While Jesus was still talking to 
the crowd, his mother i and broth­
ers j stood outside, wanting to speak 
to him. 47 Someone told him, “Your 
mother and brothers are standing 
outside, wanting to speak to you.”

48 He replied to him, “Who is my 
mother, and who are my brothers?” 
49 Pointing to his disciples, he said, 
“Here are my mother and my broth
ers. 50 For whoever does the will of 
my Father in heaven k is my brother 
and sister and mother.”

The Parable of the Sower
13:1-15pp —​ Mk 4:1-12; Lk 8:4-10
13:16,17pp —​ Lk 10:23,24
13:18-23pp —​ Mk 4:13-20; Lk 8:11-15

13 That same day Jesus went out of 
the house l and sat by the lake. 

2 Such large crowds gathered around 
him that he got into a boat m and sat 
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in it, while all the people stood on 
the shore. 3 Then he told them many 
things in parables, saying: “A farmer 
went out to sow his seed. 4 As he was 
scattering the seed, some fell along 
the path, and the birds came and ate it 
up. 5 Some fell on rocky places, where 
it did not have much soil. It sprang 
up quickly, because the soil was shal
low. 6 But when the sun came up, the 
plants were scorched, and they with
ered because they had no root. 7 Other 
seed fell among thorns, which grew 
up and choked the plants. 8 Still other 
seed fell on good soil, where it pro
duced a crop — ​a hundred, n sixty or 
thirty times what was sown. 9 Who
ever has ears, let them hear.” o

10 The disciples came to him and 
asked, “Why do you speak to the peo­
ple in parables?”

11 He replied, “Because the knowl
edge of the secrets of the kingdom of 
heaven has been given to you, p but 
not to them. 12 Whoever has will be 
given more, and they will have an 
abundance. Whoever does not have, 
even what they have will be taken 
from them. q 13 This is why I speak to 
them in parables:

		 “Though seeing, they do not see;
		  though hearing, they do not 

hear or understand. r

14 In them is fulfilled the prophecy 
of Isaiah:

		 “ ‘You will be ever hearing but 
never understanding;

16 But blessed are your eyes because 
they see, and your ears because they 
hear. t 17 For truly I tell you, many 
prophets and righteous people 
longed to see what you see u but did 
not see it, and to hear what you hear 
but did not hear it.

18 “Listen then to what the par
able of the sower means: 19 When 
anyone hears the message about the 
kingdom v and does not understand 
it, the evil one w comes and snatches 
away what was sown in their heart. 
This is the seed sown along the path. 
20 The seed falling on rocky ground 
refers to someone who hears the 
word and at once receives it with joy. 
21 But since they have no root, they 
last only a short time. When trouble 
or persecution comes because of the 
word, they quickly fall away. x 22 The 
seed falling among the thorns refers 
to someone who hears the word, 
but the worries of this life and the 
deceitfulness of wealth y choke the 
word, making it unfruitful. 23 But 
the seed falling on good soil refers 
to someone who hears the word and 
understands it. This is the one who 
produces a crop, yielding a hun
dred, sixty or thirty times what was 
sown.” z

The Parable of the Weeds
24 Jesus told them another para­

ble: “The kingdom of heaven is like a 
a man who sowed good seed in his 
field. 25 But while everyone was 
sleeping, his enemy came and sowed 
weeds among the wheat, and went 
away. 26 When the wheat sprouted a 15  Isaiah 6:9,10 (see Septuagint)     
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and formed heads, then the weeds 
also appeared.

27 “The owner’s servants came to 
him and said, ‘Sir, didn’t you sow 
good seed in your field? Where then 
did the weeds come from?’

28 “ ‘An enemy did this,’ he replied.
“The servants asked him, ‘Do you 

want us to go and pull them up?’
29 “ ‘No,’ he answered, ‘because 

while you are pulling the weeds, you 
may uproot the wheat with them. 
30 Let both grow together until the 
harvest. At that time I will tell the 
harvesters: First collect the weeds 
and tie them in bundles to be burned; 
then gather the wheat and bring it 
into my barn.’ ” b

The Parables of the Mustard 
Seed and the Yeast
13:31,32pp —​ Mk 4:30-32
13:31-33pp —​ Lk 13:18-21

31 He told them another parable: 
“The kingdom of heaven is like c a 
mustard seed, d which a man took 
and planted in his field. 32 Though 
it is the smallest of all seeds, yet 
when it grows, it is the largest of 
garden plants and becomes a tree, 
so that the birds come and perch in 
its branches.” e

33 He told them still another par­
able: “The kingdom of heaven is 
like f yeast that a woman took and 
mixed into about sixty pounds a of 
flour g until it worked all through the 
dough.” h

34 Jesus spoke all these things to 
the crowd in parables; he did not say 
anything to them without using a 
parable. i 35 So was fulfilled what was 
spoken through the prophet:

The Parable of the Weeds 
Explained

36 Then he left the crowd and went 
into the house. His disciples came to 
him and said, “Explain to us the par­
able k of the weeds in the field.”

37 He answered, “The one who 
sowed the good seed is the Son of 
Man. l 38 The field is the world, and 
the good seed stands for the people 
of the kingdom. The weeds are the 
people of the evil one, m 39 and the en
emy who sows them is the devil. The 
harvest n is the end of the age, o and 
the harvesters are angels. p

40 “As the weeds are pulled up and 
burned in the fire, so it will be at the 
end of the age. 41 The Son of Man q will 
send out his angels, r and they will 
weed out of his kingdom everything 
that causes sin and all who do evil. 
42 They will throw them into the blaz
ing furnace, where there will be weep
ing and gnashing of teeth. s 43 Then 
the righteous will shine like the sun t 
in the kingdom of their Father. Who
ever has ears, let them hear. u

The Parables of the Hidden 
Treasure and the Pearl

44 “The kingdom of heaven is like v 
treasure hidden in a field. When a 
man found it, he hid it again, and 
then in his joy went and sold all he 
had and bought that field. w

45 “Again, the kingdom of heaven 
is like x a merchant looking for fine 
pearls. 46 When he found one of 
great value, he went away and sold 
everything he had and bought it.

The Parable of the Net
47 “Once again, the kingdom of 

heaven is like y a net that was let 
down into the lake and caught all 
kinds z of fish. 48 When it was full,

shore. Then they sat down and col
lected the good fish in baskets, but 
threw the bad away.

51 “Have you understood all these 
things?” Jesus asked.

heaven is like the owner of a house 
who brings out of his storeroom new 
treasures as well as old.”

A Prophet Without Honor
13:54-58pp —​ Mk 6:1-6

53 When Jesus had finished these 
parables, c he moved on from there. 
54 Coming to his hometown, he be­
gan teaching the people in their syn­
agogue, d and they were amazed. e 
“Where did this man get this wisdom 
and these miraculous powers?” they 
asked. 55 “Isn’t this the carpenter’s 
son? f Isn’t his mother’s g name Mary, 
and aren’t his brothers James, Joseph, 
Simon and Judas? 56 Aren’t all his sis­
ters with us? Where then did this man 
get all these things?” 57 And they took 
offense h at him.

But Jesus said to them, “A proph
et is not without honor except in his 
own town and in his own home.” i

58 And he did not do many miracles 
there because of their lack of faith.

John the Baptist Beheaded
14:1-12pp —​ Mk 6:14-29

14 At that time Herod j the tetrarch 
heard the reports about Jesus, k 

2 and he said to his attendants, “This 
is John the Baptist; l he has risen from 

the dead! That is why miraculous 
powers are at work in him.”

3 Now Herod had arrested John 
and bound him and put him in pris­
on m because of Herodias, his brother 
Philip’s wife, n 4 for John had been say­
ing to him: “It is not lawful for you 
to have her.” o 5 Herod wanted to kill 
John, but he was afraid of the peo­
ple, because they considered John a 
prophet. p

6 On Herod’s birthday the daugh­
ter of Herodias danced for the guests 
and pleased Herod so much 7 that he 
promised with an oath to give her 
whatever she asked. 8 Prompted by 
her mother, she said, “Give me here 
on a platter the head of John the Bap­
tist.” 9 The king was distressed, but 
because of his oaths and his dinner 
guests, he ordered that her request be 
granted 10 and had John beheaded q in 
the prison. 11 His head was brought in 
on a platter and given to the girl, who 
carried it to her mother. 12 John’s dis­
ciples came and took his body and 
buried it. r Then they went and told 
Jesus.

Jesus Feeds the Five Thousand
14:13-21pp —​ Mk 6:32-44; Lk 9:10-17; Jn 6:1-13
14:13-21Ref —​ Mt 15:32-38

13 When Jesus heard what had hap­
pened, he withdrew by boat privately 
to a solitary place. Hearing of this, the 
crowds followed him on foot from 
the towns. 14 When Jesus landed and 
saw a large crowd, he had compas­
sion on them s and healed their sick. t

15 As evening approached, the dis­
ciples came to him and said, “This is a 
remote place, and it’s already getting 
late. Send the crowds away, so they 
can go to the villages and buy them­
selves some food.”

16 Jesus replied, “They do not need 
to go away. You give them something 
to eat.”

23 After he 
had dismissed them, he went up on 
a mountainside by himself to pray. w 
Later that night, he was there alone, 
24 and the boat was already a consid­
erable distance from land, buffeted 
by the waves because the wind was 
against it.

25 Shortly before dawn Jesus went 
out to them, walking on the lake. 
26 When the disciples saw him walk­
ing on the lake, they were terrified. 
“It’s a ghost,” x they said, and cried out 
in fear.

27 But Jesus immediately said to 
them: “Take courage! y It is I. Don’t 
be afraid.” z

28 “Lord, if it’s you,” Peter replied, 
“tell me to come to you on the water.”

29 “Come,” he said.
Then Peter got down out of the 

boat, walked on the water and came 
toward Jesus. 30 But when he saw the 
wind, he was afraid and, beginning to 
sink, cried out, “Lord, save me!”

31 Immediately Jesus reached out 
his hand and caught him. “You of 
little faith,” a he said, “why did you 
doubt?”

32 And when they climbed into the 
boat, the wind died down. 33 Then 
those who were in the boat wor­
shiped him, saying, “Truly you are 
the Son of God.” b

34 When they had crossed over, they 
landed at Gennesaret. 35 And when the 
men of that place recognized Jesus, 
they sent word to all the surrounding 
country. People brought all their sick 
to him 36 and begged him to let the 
sick just touch the edge of his cloak, c 
and all who touched it were healed.

That Which Defiles

15 Then some Pharisees and 
teachers of the law came to 

Jesus from Jerusalem and asked, 
2 “Why do your disciples break the 
tradition of the elders?

3 Jesus replied, “And why do you 
break the command of God for the 
sake of your tradition? 4 For God said, 
‘Honor your father and mother’ a e and 
‘Anyone who curses their father or 
mother is to be put to death.’ b f 5 But 
you say that if anyone declares that 
what might have been used to help 
their father or mother is ‘devoted to 
God,’ 6 they are not to ‘honor their 
father or mother’ with it. Thus you 
nullify the word of God for the sake 
of your tradition. 7 You hypocrites! 
Isaiah was right when he prophesied 
about you:

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	 9	They worship me in vain;

10 Jesus called the crowd to him and 
said, “Listen and understand. 11 What 
goes into someone’s mouth does not 
defile them, i but what comes out 
of their mouth, that is what defiles 
them.” j

12 Then the disciples came to him 
and asked, “Do you know that the 
Pharisees were offended when they 
heard this?”

13 He replied, “Every plant that my 
heavenly Father has not planted k will 
be pulled up by the roots. 14 Leave 
them; they are blind guides. b l If the 
blind lead the blind, both will fall 
into a pit.” m

15 Peter said, “Explain the parable 
to us.” n

16 “Are you still so dull?” o Jesus 
asked them. 17 “Don’t you see that 
whatever enters the mouth goes 
into the stomach and then out of the 
body? 18 But the things that come out 
of a person’s mouth come from the 
heart, p and these defile them. 19 For 
out of the heart come evil thoughts — ​
murder, adultery, sexual immorali
ty, theft, false testimony, slander. q 
20 These are what defile a person; r 
but eating with unwashed hands 
does not defile them.”

The Faith of a Canaanite 
Woman
15:21-28pp —​ Mk 7:24-30

21 Leaving that place, Jesus with­
drew to the region of Tyre and Sidon. s 
22 A Canaanite woman from that vi­
cinity came to him, crying out, “Lord, 
Son of David, t have mercy on me!

9 The crowds 
that went ahead of him and those that 
followed shouted,

10 When Jesus entered Jerusalem, 
the whole city was stirred and asked, 
“Who is this?”

11 The crowds answered, “This is 
Jesus, the prophet f from Nazareth in 
Galilee.”

Jesus at the Temple

12 Jesus entered the temple courts 
and drove out all who were buying g 
and selling there. He overturned the 
tables of the money changers h and the 
benches of those selling doves. i 13 “It is 
written,” he said to them, “ ‘My house 
will be called a house of prayer,’ d j but 
you are making it ‘a den of robbers.’ e” k

14 The blind and the lame came 
to him at the temple, and he healed 

them. l 15 But when the chief priests 
and the teachers of the law saw the 
wonderful things he did and the chil­

16 “Do you hear what these children 
are saying?” they asked him.

They discussed it among themselves 
and said, “If we say, ‘From heaven,’ he 
will ask, ‘Then why didn’t you believe 
him?’ 26 But if we say, ‘Of human ori­
gin’ — ​we are afraid of the people, for 
they all hold that John was a prophet.” u

27 So they answered Jesus, “We don’t 
know.”

Then he said, “Neither will I tell 
you by what authority I am doing 
these things.

And even after you 
saw this, you did not repent b and be
lieve him.

42 Jesus said to them, “Have you 
never read in the Scriptures:

9 So go to the street corners v 
and invite to the banquet anyone you 
find.’ 10 So the servants went out into 
the streets and gathered all the peo
ple they could find, the bad as well as 
the good, w and the wedding hall was 
filled with guests.

11 “But when the king came in to 
see the guests, he noticed a man 
there who was not wearing wedding

5 “Everything they do is done for 
people to see: v They make their phy
lacteries e w wide and the tassels on 
their garments x long; 6 they love the 
place of honor at banquets and the 
most important seats in the syn
agogues; y 7 they love to be greeted 
with respect in the marketplaces and 
to be called ‘Rabbi’ by others. z

8 “But you are not to be called ‘Rab
bi,’ for you have one Teacher, and

Which is greater: the gift, or the altar 
that makes the gift sacred? k 20 There
fore, anyone who swears by the altar 
swears by it and by everything on 
it.

You clean the outside of the cup and 
dish, q but inside they are full of greed 
and self-indulgence. r 26 Blind Phari
see! First clean the inside of the cup 
and dish, and then the outside also 
will be clean.

27 “Woe to you, teachers of the law 
and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You 
are like whitewashed tombs, s which 
look beautiful on the outside but on 
the inside are full of the bones of the 
dead and everything unclean. 28 In 
the same way, on the outside you 
appear to people as righteous but on 
the inside you are full of hypocrisy 
and wickedness.

29 “Woe to you, teachers of the law 
and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You 
build tombs for the prophets t and 
decorate the graves of the righteous. 
30 And you say, ‘If we had lived in the 
days of our ancestors, we would not 
have taken part with them in shed
ding the blood of the prophets.’ 31 So 
you testify against yourselves that 
you are the descendants of those 
who murdered the prophets. u 32 Go 
ahead, then, and complete v what 
your ancestors started!

33 “You snakes! You brood of vi
pers! w How will you escape being 
condemned to hell? x 34 Therefore I 
am sending you prophets and sages 
and teachers. Some of them you will

will rise against nation, and king
dom against kingdom. l There will be 
famines m and earthquakes in various 
places. 8 All these are the beginning 
of birth pains.

9 “Then you will be handed over to 
be persecuted n and put to death, o and 
you will be hated by all nations be
cause of me. 10 At that time many will 
turn away from the faith and will be
tray and hate each other, 11 and many 
false prophets p will appear and de
ceive many people. 12 Because of the 
increase of wickedness, the love of 
most will grow cold, 13 but the one 
who stands firm to the end will be 
saved. q 14 And this gospel of the king
dom r will be preached in the whole 
world s as a testimony to all nations, 
and then the end will come.

15 “So when you see standing in 
the holy place t ‘the abomination 
that causes desolation,’ b u spoken of 
through the prophet Daniel — ​let the 
reader understand — ​ 16 then let those 
who are in Judea flee to the moun
tains. 17 Let no one on the housetop v 
go down to take anything out of the 
house. 18 Let no one in the field go 
back to get their cloak. 19 How dread
ful it will be in those days for preg
nant women and nursing mothers! w 
20 Pray that your flight will not take 
place in winter or on the Sabbath. 
21 For then there will be great dis
tress, unequaled from the beginning 
of the world until now — ​and never to 
be equaled again. x

22 “If those days had not been cut 
short, no one would survive, but for 
the sake of the elect y those days will 
be shortened. 23 At that time if anyone 
says to you, ‘Look, here is the Messi
ah!’ or, ‘There he is!’ do not believe it. z

49 Going at once 
to Jesus, Judas said, “Greetings, Rab­
bi!” n and kissed him.

50 Jesus replied, “Do what you

51 With 
that, one of Jesus’ companions 
reached for his sword, p drew it out and

over o to Pilate the governor. p

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3 When Judas, who had betrayed 

him, q saw that Jesus was condemned, 
he was seized with remorse and re­
turned the thirty pieces of silver r to 
the chief priests and the elders. 4 “I 
have sinned,” he said, “for I have be­
trayed innocent blood.”

“What is that to us?” they replied. 
“That’s your responsibility.” s

5 So Judas threw the money into the 
temple t and left. Then he went away 
and hanged himself. u

6 The chief priests picked up the 
coins and said, “It is against the law 
to put this into the treasury, since it 
is blood money.” 7 So they decided to 
use the money to buy the potter’s field 
as a burial place for foreigners. 8 That 
is why it has been called the Field of 
Blood v to this day. 9 Then what was 
spoken by Jeremiah the prophet was 
fulfilled: w “They took the thirty piec­
es of silver, the price set on him by 
the people of Israel, 10 and they used 
them to buy the potter’s field, as the 
Lord commanded me.” a x

11 Meanwhile Jesus stood before 

the governor, and the governor asked

you hear the testimony they are bring­
ing against you?” a 14 But Jesus made no 
reply, b not even to a single charge — ​to 
the great amazement of the governor.

They all answered, “Crucify him!”
23 “Why? What crime has he com­

mitted?” asked Pilate.
But they shouted all the louder, 

“Crucify him!”
24 When Pilate saw that he was get­

ting nowhere, but that instead an up­
roar j was starting, he took water and 
washed his hands k in front of the 
crowd.

The Crucifixion of Jesus

32 As they were going out, u they 

met a man from Cyrene, v named Si­
mon, and they forced him to carry the 
cross. w 33 They came to a place called 
Golgotha (which means “the place 
of the skull”). x 34 There they offered 
Jesus wine to drink, mixed with gall; y 
but after tasting it, he refused to drink 
it. 35 When they had crucified him, 
they divided up his clothes by casting 
lots. z 36 And sitting down, they kept 
watch a over him there. 37 Above his 
head they placed the written charge 
against him: this is jesus, the king 
of the jews.

38 Two rebels were crucified with 
him, b one on his right and one on his 
left.

The bodies of many holy people who 
had died were raised to life. 53 They 
came out of the tombs after Jesus’ 
resurrection and c went into the holy 
city p and appeared to many people.

54 When the centurion and those 
with him who were guarding q Jesus 
saw the earthquake and all that had 
happened, they were terrified, and 
exclaimed, “Surely he was the Son of

8 So the women hurried away from 
the tomb, afraid yet filled with joy, 
and ran to tell his disciples. 9 Sud­
denly Jesus met them. h “Greetings,” 
he said. They came to him, clasped 
his feet and worshiped him. 10 Then 
Jesus said to them, “Do not be afraid. 
Go and tell my brothers i to go to Gal
ilee; there they will see me.”

The Guards’ Report
11 While the women were on their 

way, some of the guards j went into 
the city and reported to the chief 
priests everything that had hap­
pened. 12 When the chief priests had 
met with the elders and devised a 
plan, they gave the soldiers a large 
sum of money, 13 telling them, “You 
are to say, ‘His disciples came during 
the night and stole him away while 
we were asleep.’ 14 If this report gets 
to the governor, k we will satisfy him a 56  Greek Joses, a variant of Joseph      
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and keep you out of trouble.” 15 So the 
soldiers took the money and did as 
they were instructed. And this story 
has been widely circulated among 
the Jews to this very day.

The Great Commission
16 Then the eleven disciples went 

to Galilee, to the mountain where 
Jesus had told them to go. l 17 When 
they saw him, they worshiped him; 

but some doubted. 18 Then Jesus 
came to them and said, “All author
ity in heaven and on earth has been 
given to me. m 19 Therefore go and 
make disciples of all nations, n bap
tizing them in the name of the Fa
ther and of the Son and of the Holy 
Spirit, o 20 and teaching p them to obey 
everything I have commanded you. 
And surely I am with you q always, to 
the very end of the age.” r
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
